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The animal shelter is staffed entirely by voluntary workers -dedicated to the care & rehoming of stray & abandoned cats & dogs

What a time everyone including the animals, have had
over the past few weeks. The shelter has been closed
twice because of parvo-virus which is rife in the
community. Everyone says it is worse this year than they
ever remember. Perhaps the virus is more virulent than in
previous years, perhaps the un-seasonal weather
conditions are contributing, perhaps there are more
unvaccinated dogs out there.

One vet | spoke with was concerned that people acting on
community information that animals do not need to be
vaccinated annually may be contributing. Whilst immunity
to some diseases may last more that twelve months,
kennel cough and parvo-virus require annual boosters, so
foregoing your pet’s usual vaccination means that these
can become a threat. Hopefully winter (if it ever arrives)
will see an end to the problem for this year. Despite all
this we have placed record numbers of dogs in homes
this past month. The help of a growing number of foster
carers has been a huge part of this.

Finance — ongoing expenses, such as: food, bowls,
toys, bedding, brushes, shampoo, lead, harness/collar,
annual registration, and vet bills (including unexpected
expensive ones!)

Time — to walk, play, nurture, feed, brush, bath, and
visits to the vet.

Space — larger animals generally need a larger yard.

Selection — different animals suit different people. For
example, if you work full-time it might be better to
select an older animal that will sleep most of their day
and won’t need quite as much company or exercise.

Commitment — an animal is for life! Most dogs and
cats if well cared for can live for a very long time
(10-15 + years), so it is essential to consider your
long-term plans and how your pet will fit into them.
Some questions you should ask yourself include:
Are you considering having children? Are you thinking
about moving into a unit? Are you starting full-time
work? Will you want to travel and go on holidays?
Such points are worth considering in relation to how
your pet will cope and fit into these changes to
lifestyle, environment and routine.

Problems — If your pet is not fitting into its new
environment, then speak to the friendly volunteers at
PAA. They may suggest some changes you could
make to the animal’s environment or routine.

Professional advice — If your pet shows sudden
behavioural changes (for example, aggression or fear)
please visit a vet. This could mean your pet is suffering
some physical pain and needs attention.
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Susan Finden named her cat Casper, as in ‘the friendly
ghost’, because he kept disappearing on his own
journeys. It turns out that for months Casper has been
lining up each day at the bus stop near his home outside
Plymouth, in Britain's southwest, and getting on board to
spend the day riding around. While Ms Finden thought he
was roaming around the neighbourhood, he was happily
touring all day, curled up on a back seat of the No3
service of the First Group bus company. Casper became
such a regular and popular traveller on the 18km round
trip to the centre of Plymouth that the drivers all knew
which stop he used, and would ask departing passengers
to carry him off at his stop at the end of each day.

The next morning, he would be back, lining up at the stop
with the other commuters. "l couldn't believe it," Ms
Finden, a 55-year-old carer, told the Plymouth Herald
after following him one morning to see why he kept
disappearing. "He queues up in line with people and just
sits patiently in the queue good as gold -- It'll be person,
person, person, cat, person, person. When the drivers do
their turnaround (in Plymouth), they'll all check the bus
and if he's on there, they make sure he stays on for the
return trip. Then local people will take him off when he
gets to the right stop."

Casper's taste for the road may explain how he came to
be in the cat rescue home where Ms Finden adopted him
six years ago. "He'd always go off and have a wander. |
don't know what the attraction is but he loves big vehicles
like lorries and buses. "We think he's about 12 years old
but he has no road sense whatsoever; he just runs out
across the road to the bus stop." The bus company's
Karen Baxter told the Herald the firm did not mind
carrying Casper. "In cat years, he's an old-age pensioner,
so he'd get a free bus pass anyway," she said.
